DO NOT connect the device to any dimmer pack.

The housing must be replaced if they are visibly damaged.

Unit surface temperature may reach up to 85°C. Don’t touch the housing bare-hand
during its operation. Turn off the power and allow about 15 minutes for the unit to
cool down before replacing or serving.

There are no user serviceable parts inside the fixture. Do not open the housing or
attempt any repairs by yourself. In the unlikely event your fixture may require service,
please contact your nearest dealer.

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® Installation:

®  The unit is fully operational in three different mounting positions, hanging
upside-down from a ceiling or set on a flat level surface. To avoid internal damage to
the unit, never mount the unit on its side as illustrated above. Be sure this fixture is
kept at least 0.5m away from any flammable materials (decoration etc.). Always use
and install the supplied safety cable as a safety measure to prevent accidental damage
