8.1 Address Setting

All fixtures should be given a DMX starting address when operating with a DMX controller,
in order to ensure that the correct fixture responds to the correct control signal. Incorrect
settings will result in unpredictable responses from the lighting controller.

You can set the same starting address for all fixtures or a group of fixtures, or set different
addresses for each individual fixture.

Setting all fixtures to the same DMX address will cause all fixtures to react in the same way.
In this case, pleae note that changing the settings of one channel will affect all the fixtures
simultaneously.

Il f you set each fixture to a different DMX
channel number you have set, based on the quantity of DMX channels ofeach fixture. That
means changing the settings of e channel will only affect the selected fixture.

For example, if the first fixture is set to 21 ch DMX mode with a start DMX address of 1, the
following fixture in the DMX chain should then be set to a DMX address of 22. As the first
fixture uses all the first 21 DMX channels, the next available channel is22 (21+1=22 >> 22).

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11/ Fixture Cleaning

Regular cleaning is very important for fixture life and performance. Buildup of dust, dirt,

smoke particles, fog fluid residues, etdy. degt

Cleaning schedules for lighting fixtures vary greatly depending on the operating environment.

It is therefore impossible to specify precise cleaning intervals for the fixture . Environmental

factors that may result in a need for frequent cleaning include:

4 Use of smoke or fog machines.

4 High airflow rates (near air conditioning vents, for example).

4 Airborne dust (from stage effects, building structures and fittings or the natural
environment at outdoor events, for example).

If one or more of these factors is present, inspect fixtures within their first few hours of

operation to see whether cleaning is necessary. Check again at frequent intervals. This

procedure will allow you to assess cleaning requirements in your particular situation.

Follow these precautions when cleaning the fixture:

4  Work in a clean, dry, well-lit area.

4 Use gentle pressure only. A soft lint-free cloth dampened with a solution of water and a
mild detergent is recommended, under no circumstances should alcohol, solvents or
abrasives be usel! Use care when cleaning optical components: surfaces are fragile and

easily scratched.
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
