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4.1 Connecting Power

This fixture can operate onany 100-240Vac; 50/60Hz AC mains power supply.

The maximum power consumption is 350W.

The fixture must be grounded/ earthed and able to be isolated from AC power. The AC power
supply must incorporate a fuse or circuit breaker for fault protection.

Wiring and connection work must be carried out by a qualified electrician.

The power cable color coding is given inthe figure below:

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4.2 Connecting Data

The fixture is equipped with 5-pin (or 3-pin) XLR socketsfor DMX input and output. Use
shielded twisted-pair high-quality DMX cable designed for RS485 fixtures in order to
connect the controller wit h the fixture and one fixture with another .

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05/ Fixture Installation

The fixture is IP66-rated and designed for both indoor and outdoor events. This means that it

is protected from:

4 Dust, to the degree that dust cannot enter the device in sufficient quantities as to
interfere with its operation.

4 Water jets from any direction.

DO install and operate by qualified operator. Fixture(s) should be installed in areas outside

walking paths, seating areas, or away from areas were unauthorized personal might reach

the fixture by hand. NEVER stand directly below the fixture(s) when rigging, removing or

servicing.

Always ensure that the unit is firmly fixed to avoid vibration and slipping off during operation.

Ensure that the trussing or area of installation must be able to hold 10 times the weight

without any deformation. Always attach a safety cable that can hold at least 12 times the

weight of the fixture whenever installing this fixture in a suspended environment to ensure

that the fixture will not f all if the clamp fails.

This fixture is fully operational in three different mounting positions: hanging on truss,

mounted sideways on truss, orstanding on the floor. Always use and installa safety cable as

a safety measure to prevent accidental damage ad/or injury in the event the clamp fails.
